Ingredients

Haggis — traditional sheep: 200g
Turnip: 120g

Whisky (Highland Park): 15ml
Cream (single): 25ml

Eggs (medium): 2

Rowan Jelly: 3 teaspoons

Method

Thick slice haggis and bake in oven at 170 °C fominutes.
Boil turnip until soft, mash (do not purée) and miith
haggis.

Add whisky, cream and egg yolks.

Whisk egg whites until peaky and fold into mixture.
Grease 6 ramekins lightly with vegetable oil.

Spoon in the mixture and cook in a water bath &t°17 for 20
minutes or until firm to the touch.

Garnish with rowan jelly.
