Next Week in Scottish History

November 4 1774 Poet and song writer Robert
Allan was born in Kilbarchan, Renfrewshire.

November 4 1965 Pop star Lena Zavaroni was
born. Her biggest hit was "Ma, He's Making Eyes at
Me".

November 5 1877 Opening of the original Mitchell
Library, Glasgow, now the largest public reference
library in Europe.

November 5 1879 Death of Edinburgh-born
mathematician and physicist James Clerk Maxwell.

November 6 1887 Celtic Football Club formally
constituted in Calton, Glasgow, to alleviate poyert
in Glasgow's East End parishes.

November 7 1974 Writer Eric Linklater died in
Orkney.

November 8 1308 Scholar and philosopher John
Duns Scotus died. His dry subtleties led to thedwor
"Duns" or "dunce" meaning dull and incapable of
learning. Beatified by Pope John Paul Il in 1993.

November 8 1736 First regular public theatre in
Scotland opened in Carrubber's Close, Edinburgh.

November 8 1891 Author Neil M Gunn born in
Caithness. Best known for "Highland River" (1937)
and "Silver Darlings" (1951).



November 9 1847 in Edinburgh, Sir James Young
Simpson delivered Wilhelmina Carstairs while
chloroform was administered to the mother, thé firs
child to be born with the aid of anaesthesia.

November 9 1937 Ramsay MacDonald, first UK
Labour Prime Minister, died aboard "Reina del
Pacifico”.

November 10 1871 Journalist Henry M Stanley
found the missing Scottish missionary David
Livingstone with the classic "Dr Livingstone, |
presume?"

Guy Fawkes

“Remember, remember

Do you remember going guising as a bairn? Pushing
the guy around in your wheelbarrow, knocking on
people’s doors and asking for “A penny for the duy”
What a pocketful of change we had to then buy the
fireworks and to burn our effigy on the bonfireyeA
(sigh) — great times until the law changed to make
illegal for kids under 18 to buy fireworks. As laild

| remember being told the story of Guy Fawkes at
school, but we couldn'’t care less that he triedltav

up the Houses of Parliament — as kids we were more
excited about the guising and the bonfire nightt No
to mention, the sausages, baked tatties,
marshmallows and numerous other goodies, which
could be cooked on the fire (all with adult
supervision of course!)

Guy Fawkes and his conspirators actually rented a
vault under the House of Lords and within a yeat ha
stashed away 36 barrels of gunpowder. The plot to
blow up the House of Lords during the State Opening
of Parliament on Novembel"8.605, was actually
masterminded by Robert Catesby in an attempt to
lead his men to kill King James 1, his family and
most of the aristocracy. Guy Fawkes was a staunch
Catholic, had worked with explosives during his
military career and wanted to be rid of protestant
authorities, but some of the conspirators were
concerned of any Catholics who may have been
present on the day of the opening. One conspirator
wrote a warning letter to Lord Monteagle on October

26" but Fawkes decided to go ahead with the plot
anyway. The suspicious Lord Monteagle sent the
letter on to the Secretary of State who then had th
vaults searched. In the early hours of NovemBer 5
Guy Fawkes was found to have the torch in hand as
he was about to light the fuse that would detottate
gunpowder. He was tortured over the next few days
before being hung, drawn and quartered. However,
the drawing and quartering didn’'t happen as he
jumped from the scaffold whilst being hung, thereby
breaking his neck in the process! That was a bit of
luck for him then, wasn't it?!?

Today, however, | don’t think guising is as popudar
it was then, as the more Americanized custom of
Trick or Treating has taken over. Nevertheless, it’
great to think back to the guid auld days, eh?

Scotch Trifle

This is a popular sweet, particularly at Christmas
time. The version below is known as the "Typsy
Laird" as it contains sherry and Drambuie liqueur
(or else whisky or brandy). If you don't want to be
typsy, you can use fruit juice instead. Likewisg, i
you don't want to make your own custard, the
commercial variety will do. You can make your own
Ratafia biscuitsor use almond flavoured cookies or
dried macaroons instead.

Ingredients:

6 sponge cakes

Half pound raspberry or strawberry jam
20z ratafia biscuits

Rind from a lemon, finely grated
Vanilla essence/extract

Quarter pint double (whipping) cream
Flaked browned almonds, glacé cherries,
angelica

Quarter pint medium sweet sherry

2 tablespoons Drambuie

Ingredients for Custard:

4 egg yolks

2 egg whites

1 pint milk

loz caster (granulated) sugar

Method:

Make the custard by putting the milk and
sugar into a saucepan and bringing to the
boil. Mix egg yolks and whites and pour the
hot milk over them, stirring well. Return to
the saucepan and stir over a gentle heat with
a wooden spoon. When the custard runs in
ribbons down the back of the spoon, strain
into a basin and cover with dampened
greaseproof paper to stop a skin forming.

Split the sponges, mix with jam and put in a
glass dish. Crush the ratafia biscuits and
scatter on top with the lemon rind. Mix the
sherry and Drambuie and pour over the
sponges. Leave to soak.

Pour the custard evenly over the sponge etc.
Whip the cream until stiff and sweeten a
little, if preferred. Spread over the trifle.
Sprinkle with flaked almonds, small ratafia
biscuits, sliced angelica. If you have any
"hundreds and thousands" confection,
sprinkle that on too, just before the trifle is
served.
