May 4 1645 -Marquis of Montrose
victorious at Battle of Auldearn.

May 5 1646 -King Charles | surrenders to
Lord Leven and was later passed to the
Parliamentary forces.



May 6 1941 -Last major bombing attack on
the Clyde area by the Luftwaffe; Greenock
was badly hit with 280 dead.

May 6 1959 -Icelandic gunboats fired live
rounds at British fishing trawlers, many of
them from Scottish ports, during the "Cod
War" over fishing rights.

May 7 1890 -James Naysmith, engineer and

inventor of steam hammer, died

May 8 1701 -Scottish-born pirate "Captain”
William Kidd tried for piracy at London's
Old Bailey. He was hanged on 23 May.

May 9 1860 -J M Barrie, author of "Peter
Pan" born

May 10 1810 Rev Henry Duncan opened
the world's first savings bank in Ruthwell,
near Dumfries.

May 12 1725 -The Black Watch regiment
was commissioned under General Wade to
police the Highlands.

May 13 1568 -Mary, Queen of Scots,
defeated at Battle of Langside.

Other
traditions to celebrate the beginning of May inéud
decorating your house with flowers and greenery in
the vain hope that the vegetation spirits woulddpri
good fortune; making May Day garlands; dancing in
the village green; and crowning of the village Quee

What else happened in May in the past?

May 1, 1707- Great Britain was formed from a

union between England and Scotland. The union
included Wales, which had already been part of
England since the 1500s. The United Kingdom today
consists of Great Britain and Northern Ireland.



May 5, 1893- The Wall Street Crash of 1893 began
as stock prices fell dramatically. By the end & th
year, 600 banks closed and several big railroads we
in receivership. Another 15,000 businesses went
bankrupt amid 20 percent unemployment. It was the
worst economic crisis in U.S. history up to thaiei

May 7, 1945- In a small red brick schoolhouse in
Reims, Germany, Field Marshall Alfred Jodl signed
the unconditional surrender of all German fighting
forces thus ending World War Il in Europe. Russian,
American, British and French ranking officers
observed the signing of the document, which became
effective at one minute past midnight on May 9,
1945. Jodl was then ushered in to see SupremedAllie
Commander, Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhower, who

curtly asked Jodl if he fully understood the docuntne
Eisenhower then informed Jodl that he would be held
personally responsible for any deviation from the
terms of the surrender. Jodl was then ushered away.

May 12, 1937- George VI was crowned at
Westminster Abbey in London, following the
abdication of his brother, Edward VIII. King George
reigned until his death in 1952. He was succeeged b
his daughter Elizabeth, the current reigning mamarc

May 20, 1932- Amelia Earhart became the first
woman to fly solo across the Atlantic. She departed
Newfoundland, Canada, at 7 p.m. and landed near
Londonderry, Ireland, completing a 2,026-mile fligh
in about 13 hours. Five years later, along with her
navigator Fred Noonan, she disappeared while trying
to fly her twin-engine plane around the equator.

May 21, 1881- The American Red Cross was
founded by Clara Barton. The organization today
provides volunteer disaster relief in the U.S. and
abroad. Community services include collecting and
distributing donated blood, and teaching health and
safety classes.

May 27, 1937- In San Francisco, 200,000 people
celebrated the grand opening of the Golden Gate
Bridge by strolling across

it.
